Logging In for Learning – Keeping It Safe and Smooth
As we continue with live online learning, a key reminder that, as per recent KHDA mandates, all students must access their lessons through their
school-issued Microsoft Teams accounts. Today I attended some live sessions and saw children joining from non-school based accounts (likely
parent accounts). Logging in with school ID is an important safeguarding measure and ensures that all sessions remain secure for our children.
We know that, like anything new, this can take a little getting used to, so we kindly ask that you take some time to practise logging in ahead of
lessons where needed. Login details and support has been emailed to you.

Setting the Standard – Little Things, Big Difference
With the above challenge in mind, I wanted to take a moment to offer some gentle guidance that will really support the quality of work during
distance learning. We fully appreciate that every home setup is different, and we are intentionally keeping expectations around resources simple.
That said, having a few key basics can make a significant difference to how children present and take pride in their work. A small set of essentials
such as plain A4 paper, lined A4 paper, pencils and pens will go a long way. Alongside this, a dedicated space to work, (even a small, quiet
corner) can really help children focus and produce work that reflects their true ability. I know this requires a little organisation at home and each
home has its own context, but these small steps can help make a big difference.

A Steady Hand in Uncertain Times
As you will be aware, the current situation across the region continues to evolve. Like many organisations across Dubai, we are responding to
official guidance and adapting where needed and in a way that reflects this school’s commitment to its whole community. While these are not
circumstances any of us would choose, I have been incredibly proud of the dedication of our staff, parents and importantly, how calmly and
sensibly our students have approached this period. Children are remarkably resilient, and with the right support from both home and school, they
can continue to thrive, taking immense amount of direct and indirect learning from this situation.

What We Can Control – And What We Can’t
There is understandably a lot of conversation at the moment... What remains within our control is the reassurance we provide to our children and
the steadfast way in which we protect their education. Our focus, as always, is on maintaining consistency and manageable, yet high
expectations, as well as a sense of normality wherever possible. While an in person model can never be replicated in the home, helping students
adapt to live lessons and the asynchronous resources is what children need most during uncertain times. No doubt in this short period you will
have seen the immense adaptability of your children and the way that the teachers are consistently adapting the way in which they are engaging
with your children. I understand that no single model will fully align with every family’s circumstances, particularly where parents are balancing
work commitments, managing multiple children, considering screen time, or are currently outside of the UAE. We are therefore regularly reviewing
our provision, including the introduction of further live engagement where appropriate. 

Pausing of live lessons Staying Safe During Live Lessons – Clear Procedures
This week, two alerts were safely managed, and we wanted to clarify our approach during live learning.
Once an alert is sounded, we send a note to our staff and all students will be asked to pause the lesson (or the lesson will not begin), and those in
the UAE should move to a safe location within their home. Sessions will resume for the next lesson once an official all-clear is given. Where
possible, missed live learning may be rescheduled.

Updates on alerts for families outside the UAE will be shared via Toddle School Announcements. Thank you to our teachers, parents and carers
for the calm and measured way these moments have been handled, particularly those balancing both teaching and supporting their own families.
Each situation brings its own context, and we appreciate your continued understanding during these rare but complex moments.

Community Matters More Than Ever
Perhaps most importantly, this is a moment where community really matters. The way we speak, the way we support one another, and the way
we model calm and perspective for our children will shape how they experience this period.As always, thank you for your continued support, your
trust, and your partnership.
